A Few Thoughts from our Principal ... 
 
 

Do you know that we have been studying the names of God this year as part of our school wide 
‘Wednesday Worship’ times? I hope you’ve been hearing from your child some of names we 
have covered so far, such as: 
 

Elohim – Strong Creator 
I Am, Jehovah, and Yahweh – Unchanging One 

El Shaddai – God Almighty 
El Roi – The One Who Sees 

Jehovah Rophie – The Lord Who Heals 
Jehovah Rohi – The Lord is My Shepherd 
Jehovah Shammah – The Lord is There 

 

It is far more important that the students remember what the characteristics of God that each 
name reveals, rather than the name itself (although some of our students are doing a great job 
of remembering all the actual names!). We have learned that our God is the creator of every-
thing and that His care and imagination can be seen in the smallest and largest parts of crea-
tion. He never changes, He is strong and mighty, He can see even when we can’t, He can heal 
our bodies, relationships and hearts, He takes care of us like a shepherd does their sheep and 
we need never be afraid because He is always there. 
 

It has been so wonderful to hear our students participating and sharing during our weekly Zoom 
worship times. Here’s a suggestion for a dinner time discussion ~ Ask your child/ren which 
name of God they remember the most and why. 
 

It is our prayer that by helping our children understand that God is so much bigger than anything 
we can imagine and this His many characteristics are reflected in each of us, it will draw them 
closer to Him.
